The 2011 Trial des Nations

 This year’s Trial des Nations (TdN) took place on September 17th and 18th in the 
small town of Tolmezzo, Italy, in the northeastern part of the country, not far from the 
Austrian border. My dad and I flew out on a Wednesday night and arrived in Italy on 
Thursday afternoon. After quite a few glances at a map, we finally made it to the hotel that 
Team U.S.A. would be staying at. After checking into our room, we met up some other 
members of the team and headed to the paddock area, which turned out to be in a large 
parking lot in the downtown area.  
 

I was hoping to be able to get some practice in on Thursday, but by the time we 
got there, the official practice time was already over so I would have to wait until the 
following morning. Also, I had missed the official section walking time, which occurred 
earlier in the day, so I would have to look at all the sections during the event from outside 
the ribbon. There is a rule that was introduced in recent years, to help prevent people 
from moving rocks around and changing sections to gain an advantage, that says that 
riders and minders can only walk a section during a specified time the day before an 
event and must stay outside the ribbon during the event unless they are riding the 
section. There wasn’t much to do except get my new bike ready to go for the next day 
and to change the settings to what I am comfortable with. The U.S. importers make 
arrangements for new bikes from the factories in Europe to be brought to the TdN for the 
U.S. team to ride and to be shipped to the U.S. after the event.  

 
We got up bright and early Friday morning for the Women’s World Round. The 

U.S. women, consisting of Sarah Duke, Louise Forsley, and myself, went out to practice 
before the event to get used to our bikes and get warmed up. Soon the event would start 
as each of our names were called as we went up onto the stage to get our bibs and 
scorecards. Then, we were off riding the loop through the streets and up into the 
mountains and all over town. It was really cool riding in the flow of traffic alongside cars 
like it was no big deal, when in the States we would probably be pulled over by the police 

for doing the same thing. It wasn’t 
without incident, however, as I got 
beeped at while trying to pass a car. 
Oops! Also, my dad, who was my 
minder, managed to lose the loop trail 
and get lost in the streets and I had to 
wait at a section for a little while until he 
found his way there. I can’t blame him 
though because most of the loop was 
marked by pieces of ribbon that were 
sometimes hard to see and blended in 
when tied to street signs and telephone 
poles. The terrain varied from section to 
section, as some areas in the forests 

were full of pine needles, loose dirt, and granite rocks, while other areas were dry and 



desert-like with sand and lots of loose, chunky rocks. There were a couple sections with 
stone blocks and walls that seemed like they were some sort of old foundations or 
irrigation systems. A lot of the sections were really technical with not much of a run in 
front of hits and tight turns that required hopping. It took a while to get used to the new 
bike and get over the nerves, but I ended up placing 27th out of 31 riders. That night we 
went as a team to the opening ceremony for the TdN, where there is a parade consisting 
of the teams from every country and then there is usually some sort of performance and 
some speeches and introductions of each country. The performance was kind of eerie 
involved these people dressed in weird lunar costumes who twirled around. Afterwards, 
we headed back to the hotel for a huge four-course dinner. 

 
On Saturday, the Women’s Trial 

des Nations took place. We rode up 
onto the stage and posed for pictures 
as a team before taking off for the first 
section. The sections were pretty much 
the same as the day before, except for 
a few gate changes here and there, so 
we already knew what we were in for. 
The way the women’s TdN works is 
that there are usually three, but 
sometimes two, women to a team and 
the best two scores for each section 
are counted for the team’s total score. 
We stayed together throughout the day 
and tried to make up for each other’s points in each section. It was really cool to be riding 
in front of big crowds who cheered when you had a good ride, even if you weren’t from 
their country. I remember along the loop trail we passed this older guy, who was working 
in his yard in front of his house, who would give us the thumbs up and cheer every time 
we rode by. At the end of our first loop, I was riding on the road heading towards the last 
section when my front wheel felt really squirrelly at high speed and I realized I had a flat 
front tire. After filling it up with a bicycle pump, I managed to ride the last section and 
make it back to the paddock area. I took my bike over to the Gas Gas trailer and, after 
attempting to remember my Spanish classes from high school, managed to have the 
mechanics put a new tube in my tire. Soon enough we were off again and ready for our 
last loop. We finally finished and ended up in 7th place, an improvement over our 8th place 
finish last year.  

 
Unfortunately, my dad and I had to fly home Sunday morning, since I couldn’t miss 

a lot of college classes, so we didn’t get to watch the U.S. men’s team compete. The nice 
weather we had for Friday and Saturday didn’t continue for Sunday as the rain rolled in 
and made things slick, but the men rode on and the U.S. team, consisting of Keith 
Wineland, Eric Storz, Bryan Roper, and Karl Davis Jr., also ended up finishing in 7th 
place. Overall, I had a lot of fun in Italy and it was a great experience. I would like to thank 
everyone for their support.
